Press Release re. Skatepark Fundraising

The “Better Bradford” skatepark fundraiser is now complete, thanks to the generosity of a corporate partner.

The YNOT Bradford West Gwillimbury Youth Council launched the fundraiser in May at the Home Show and has hitherto raised $8 194.14 from a variety of fundraisers, including the Battle of the Bands.

Mayor Frank Jonkman and Youth Council president Jonathan Scott negotiated a deal with a local businessperson that will see the donation of $125 000 to the fundraiser.  The ideal skatepark costs $250 000.

Because Town Council has previously pledged to match the fundraising dollar-for-dollar, the skatepark fundraiser is now complete, after less than six months.

In the New Year, the Youth Council will lobby the new Town Council to honour its pledge to cover the fundraising.  Because of the obvious interest in the skatepark, the Youth Council will further lobby the Town Council to build the skatepark by fall 2007.
